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Abstract (Heading1 – Ariel 10 pt, bold)
These instructions are made to help you to format your manuscript in a fast and efficient manner, and complying with these instructions helps us to give the conference proceedings a consistent, high-quality appearance. In essence, you should format your paper exactly like this document. The easiest way to do this is simply to replace the content with your own material. The template file contains specially formatted styles (given in brackets) that will reduce your work in formatting your submission. Please review this document even if you have submitted to the SiliconPV conference before. 
Authors must include a short abstract that briefly states the purpose of the research, the principal results, and major conclusions. No references should be mentioned in the abstract. Also see section 3. written below.
1. Introduction (Heading1 – Ariel 10pt, bold)
This document serves both as a guideline and a template for the preparation and formatting of your manuscript for the conference proceedings. Authors should follow these instructions carefully and must use the predefined styles of this template.
During paper upload, you will be asked to agree with the copyright regulations.
Papers that are considered by reviewers to be written primarily to promote a company and/or its products will not be accepted for the conference. It is also obligatory that the author or a designated substitute attend the symposium to present their paper.
2. Paper formatting

2.1. General specifications
The manuscript must be written in English. The standard font for the manuscript is Times New Roman for the text and Symbol for special characters. Body text should be in Times New Roman, 10 pt, justified. The text should be in single column format. 

2.2. Headings
Number the sections and sub-sections. Sub-headings (Heading 1.1) should be in Ariel, 10 pt, italic. Sub-sub-headings (Heading 1.1.1) should be kept to a minimum and formatted in Times New Roman, 10 pt, italic. 
2.4. Paper size and margins

The paper size is DIN A4 – 210 mm x 297 mm. 
Margins are 30.0 mm top and left; 25.0 mm right and bottom.
3. Content
3.1. Title
The title of the Full Paper should be the same as for the reviewed abstract, and be written in CAPITAL letters (Ariel 14 pts, bold, centered). If you need more than one line for the paper title please use a ‘soft’ line break (SHIFT+ Enter) instead of a line break.

3.2 Authors
The title of your paper should be followed by the authors in Ariel 10 pts, bold, centered, and their affiliations in Ariel 10 pts, centered. The corresponding author’s name must be underlined. 

During paper upload, you will be asked to enter the names and affiliations of the authors on the web form. As this is the data that will be used for the index of the proceedings, it should be made thoroughly. 
3.3. Abstract and keywords

Each paper should have a concise and informative abstract of some 200 words, giving a concise statement of the problem, approach, important results and conclusions of the work, headed by the word “Abstract”.
3.4. Tables and figures
All figures and tables should be cited in the text, numbered in order of appearance with Arabic numerals, and followed by a centered title. 

3.4.1. Tables

All table columns should have a brief explanatory heading. 
Table captions should be centered and placed below the table (Times New Roman, 10 pt, bold, centered).
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Table 1. Title
Accompanying comments can be included immediately after the table. Tables should be no larger than the printed area of the page and preferably oriented in the same way as the text (portrait). Tables too large to fit on one page should be broken up into smaller tables.
3.4.2. Figures

Figures should be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals and followed by an optional title. All must be provided at the actual size that they are to appear and inserted in the text after the paragraph where each is first mentioned. 
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Fig. 1. Title
Figure captions should be centered and placed below the figure (Times New Roman, 10 pt, bold, centered).
3.5. Equations

If you would like to include a complicated equation that cannot by typed on one line, please use an equations editor, or save it as a graphic with the extension .gif and insert it in the text close to the point where it is mentioned. 
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Equations do not require a title but should be centered. The size of the equation characters should be similar to that of the body text.

3.6. Lists

You may use a bulleted list to arrange information more clearly in the text.
· It helps to write in a straightforward style.
· It allows avoiding long or complex sentence structures. 

3.7. References

References should be numbered consecutively throughout the text and collected in a bibliographic list at the end of the paper. Preferably, each reference should contain only one literature citation. 
The reference heading should not be numbered (see below). In the text, references are noted by online Arabic numerals in square brackets [1], one space from words and punctuation. 
All works cited in the paper must be referenced. Preferably, each reference should contain only one literature citation [2]. 
3.8. Page numbers

Do not insert page numbers!
4. Submission of manuscript
4.1. Data formats 
Each completed manuscript has to be handed in as .pdf file.
4.2. Delivery
The complete data has to be uploaded onto the SOLMAT website.
Please use the Access Code that was sent to you when you identified yourself onto the website.
4.3. Deadline

The paper is to be submitted on or before April 05
